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THE PROVIDENCE OF GOD: The Unseen Hand

Beloved, the Word of God we receive on Sunday is not meant to stay in the sanctuary—it is meant to
shape our lives throughout the week. These sermon takeaway notes are designed to help you reflect,
pray, and meditate on the truth of God’s Word that was shared in this message on The Providence
of God: The Unseen Hand.

As you review these points and scriptures, allow the Holy Spirit to speak to your heart. Take time
during the week to read the scriptures again, pray over them, and ask God to show you how His
providence is actively working in your life.

Meditating on the Word allows the truth of God to move from information to transformation. As you
pray and reflect, your faith will be strengthened and your perspective will shift from worry to trust.
Remember this powerful promise from Romans 8:28 (TPT): “So we are convinced that every detail of
our lives is continually woven together to fit into God’s perfect plan of bringing good into our lives, for
we are His lovers who have been called to fulfill His designed purpose.”

This means that nothing in your life is accidental. Nothing you face is outside the reach of God’s
sovereign care. Jesus is working behind the scenes—arranging circumstances, connecting people,
and positioning you for His purpose. As you meditate on these scriptures this week, ask God to
increase your faith and deepen your trust in His divine guidance. May these notes serve as a
reminder that the unseen hand of God is still guiding your life.

Providence is God’s unseen hand guiding every detail of our lives to accomplish His
divine purpose.
* Nothing in our lives is random.

* Nothing is wasted.
* Nothing is outside the reach of God’s sovereign care.

Romans 8:28 (TPT): “Every detail of our lives is continually woven together to fit into God’s
perfect plan.”

* The Lord JESUS sees ahead.
* JESUS prepares ahead.
* JESUS provides ahead.

This climb is not accidental. The climb itself is the Providence of God.
WHY 2026 IS PROPHETIC

The number 26 represents the numerical value of the sacred name of God (YHWH) in
Hebrew.

This reminds us that JESUS Himself is involved in our progression. Therefore we declare:
Our advancement is governed by the name, power, and presence of God.

KEY TRUTH #1: PROVIDENCE WORKS THROUGH PROBLEMS
What looks like a setback can become a setup for God’s purpose.

Acts 8:1-4 reveals, Persecution scattered the church, but wherever believers went they
preached the Gospel. The enemy thought he was stopping the church. But God was
spreading the church. Truth: God can use pressure to propel His purpose.

KEY TRUTH #2: PROVIDENCE CONNECTS PEOPLE

God orchestrates divine encounters. Some relationships are not accidents—they are
assignments from the Lord. Jesus connects people for: * encouragement - guidance *
provision * destiny

NOTE: Never underestimate the people God places in your life.
KEY TRUTH #3: PROVIDENCE TURNS ORDINARY MOMENTS INTO DESTINY

Many of the greatest miracles in Scripture began with simple obedience in ordinary
moments.

God can turn: - a simple assignment « a small act of faith » a seemingly insignificant moment
into a destiny-defining event. Never despise small beginnings.

NOTE: JESUS multiplies what we place in His hands.
